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RIDE WITH YOUR MIND

Vivienne Isaac

What’s Normal?
I’m half way through reading a fascinating book called 
‘Thinking in Pictures – And Other Reports from My Life 
with Autism’ by Temple Grandin.  It’s a real eye-opener 
as to how her mind works in an entirely visual way, 
and how different it is to mine.  Which leads me to ask 
the question, ‘what’s normal’?  If it’s not ‘normal’ is it 
abnormal or paranormal?  When I think of the word 
‘paranormal’ I hear the sound of the music from the 
‘X Files’, and get goose bumps on my skin.  The word 
abnormal would lead me to think of something that is 
deformed or misshapen.  What does your brain do?

What also interests me about the way Temple Grandin 
thinks is that she finds human contact very difficult yet 

has a great affinity with animals, cattle in particular, and believes that the way her mind works is 
akin to how animals think.  So if we want to be safe around our horses, and have fun with them on 
the ground and ridden then we must first think like them.  Understanding things from our horse’s 
perspective will make it much easier to help them be confident around us.

Of course, like us, no two horses are the same so we need to adapt our thinking to take into 
account each horse’s innate character, learned behaviours, environment and spirit level.  Many 
problems develop as horses learn so quickly that often times we’ve taught them something 
inadvertently that it would be better for all concerned if they didn’t know!  It’s not possible for 
them to ‘unlearn’ this, what we need to do then is condition them to the behaviour that would 
be preferable so that we all stay safe and have fun.  If you remember from last month, practising 
the right thing will strengthen that neural pathway, so consistency at this stage is vital to learning 
the desirable thing.

I’m not naturally assertive with my horses and this has generated some major problems in 
my journey with my horse, Djinn.  I’ve had to learn how to be firm but fair in a way that she 
understands and yet preserves her dignity.  My mind likes to just ‘see what happens – go with the 
flow’.  That led us into all sorts of problems as Djinn found she could do what she liked, then I got 
frustrated and we both got frightened!

When we get frustrated and frightened that’s when we know we’ve reached the end of our 
current knowledge in this area at this time.  Either we seek help, give up, or use violence.  Giving 
up was not an option I wanted to take and violence is an absolute no no.  That means learning how 
to be different, to make a difference, was the only way forward.  How I have to be is not ‘normal’ 
for me, but over time it’s becoming easier, less abnormal, but may be a little paranormal 

If you’d like some help to improve your ‘normal’ and impress your horse, then give me a call, I’ll be 
pleased to help.  Feeling the stress and strain or got aches and pains – have some shiatsu (good for 
you and your horse).  Gift Vouchers available for lessons and shiatsu – give a present that’ll really 
make a difference – better still get your loved ones to treat you!

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War Horse
Before the advent of  motorised vehicles, horses played a pivotal role in the war effort, both in 
the cavalry and hauling guns, ammunition, ambulances and other supplies. As described in the 
1982 War Horse story, the film adaption of  which is due to be released in the UK in January, 
many of  these animals were enlisted from loving homes and thrown into the horrors of  war, 
where armies were often ill-equipped to protect them from the threat of  injury and disease. 
With medical provisions in short supply, The Blue Cross animal charity offered a lifeline to 
both war horses and their beloved masters.

Founded in 1897 as Our Dumb Friends League, the charity gained its current name from its 
valuable work helping animals in both world wars. A Blue Cross flag – to distinguish from 
the Red Cross facilities for injured men - flew over animal hospitals across the battlefields of  
Europe, and identified horse ambulances and vital medical supplies sent to the front lines.

There is the moving story of  a young apprentice carpenter, named George Turner, who had 
joined the army while under age, but who risked his life for the horses in his charge. Caught in 
fierce German shelling as he carried ammunition forward, one of  his horses was badly wounded. 
George, together with his other horse, Dolly, went back through heavy fire to bring the injured 
horse to an officer, for that last act of  kindness, in that it could be put out of  its pain. 

It is estimated that the British Army used 1.2 million horses and mules in the First World War, 
of  which 484,000 sadly died in battle. But after the war, the great sacrifices made by these 
loyal animals appeared to be forgotten as thousands were sold cheaply abroad for labour or 
meat. When news reached Britain of  their fate, The Blue Cross launched an appeal to buy back 
as many as possible. Alongside Mrs Dorothy Brooke, who later founded her own charity The 
Brooke, they rescued more than 4,000 old war horses in the 1930s. 

The work and sacrifices made by not only horses but also dogs, cats, pigeons etc., is now 
recognised by the Animals in War Memorial in London, which was unveiled by the Princess 
Royal in 2004.
